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Leakless Front Cover Seal...Is it possible? By Eric Engle

When assembling my Burtz engine, | REALLY wanted to see if it was possible to install a front
timing cover seal that would NOT leak even a little bit. The few experiences that I’ve had with
rope seals have always left me disappointed, even when installed by a professional engine builder.
However, | also wasn’t hearing any really positive results with the new “improved’ modern single
piece seals....until | talked to Dennis Kliesen. Dennis told me about pealing the outside rubber
housing off of the inner modern one piece seal, then “carefully’”’ coating both inside of the outer
shell and the outside surface of the modern seal with black RTV, then carefully reassembling the
two. Once back together, carefully wipe off any signs of RTV. No signs of any RTV silicone should
be found on the rubber seal, especially where it seals against the front pulley surface! A clean, dry
rag with NO solvent will do the trick here! After all of this, it’s then a simple matter of lightly
coating the outside of the assembly and installing it as it normally would be into the front cover
and oil pan. So far, after almost 200 miles with my new Burtz engine, this little trick seems to be
working like a charm. There’s not a sign of an oil drip, or even a HINT of oil film anywhere to be

seen. Thank you Dennis for what seems to be a GREAT recommendation on a leakless front seal.

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To Rewind, or Not to Rewind, THAT is the Question !

Recently a discussion of the merits of rewinding a horn for 12 volts, or simply installing a
resistor to drop the voltage to 6 volts. Here is a wonderful article by Tom Endy that ex-

plains the pros and cons on that very subject.

Ahooguh!
by Tom Endy

The criginal Model A Ahooguh hom was designed
to operate from a G-volt electrical system. Today
many Model A’s on the road have been converted
to 2 12-volt electrical system. When doing this
conversion some thought has to be given about
how to accommodate the 6-volt Ahooguh hom.
Quite often this iz accomplished by installing a
dropping resister in series with the hom.

The problem with 2 dropping resister is that it i3
rezistive, unless wire wound, whereaz the hom
field windings are mmductive. The value of the
resistance and the power rating of the resistor have
to be carefully chosen and many of the resisters on
the market are not comrect. If the power rating i3 not
comect the resistor will overheat with repeated use
and it changes the resistive value and the hom will
refuse to Ahooguh

Angther approach, and one that is much better, is to
rewind the field windings for 12-volt operation.
The armature winding can remain the same.
Bewinding the field windings is not that difficult.

The original 6-volt horn:
(1)The field coils are wound in opposite directions.

(2)The field coil wire is 20 gauge coated wire.
(3)There are 45 tums, & -7 tums per layer, not
perfect 1z OK.

(4) After completion it was sprayed with vamish to
inzulate.

Eewind for 12-volts:

(1) Same az above.

(2) Use 24 gauge coated wire.

(3) 100 tums, 6-7 fums per laver, not perfect iz OK.
(4) Same az above.
