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ACCC Update By Dave Knapp

The Covid virus that gripped the Association of California Car Clubs has finally waned! In May, the
ACCKC finally put together an updated newsletter and they appear to be back in business. Below is an update
of some recent-ish California legislation related to our beloved cars as reported by the ACCC in the May news-

letter.

A.B. 220 Fails to Meet Legislative May 2021 Deadline
A Bill introduced in California to exempt motor vehicles prior to the 1983 model year from emissions

inspection requirement failed to advance before the legislature’s passage deadline. By rule, the proposal will
now be eligible for reconsideration by the legislature in 2022. Current law requires the annual testing of all

1976 and newer model-year vehicles.
As most are aware, this has not been the first proposal in recent years attempting to revise the state’s

emissions exemption to benefit our hobby. The average age of registered automobiles across the US is about
I'l years old, including factoring in our Model A’s. It is likely the pollution contribution of cars older than 1995
is minimal as very few cars that old are daily driven. The California smog laws are outdated and are increas-
ingly losing relevance as the electronics in cars built since model year 1996 implemented OBD2. As an owner
of a stock modified 1994 Mustang, getting it smogged is nearly impossible as the technicians don’t even know
how to work on a car that old. Just last year, | actually had to show the technician where certain components

were on the car so he could complete the task!

Newsome Signs Order to Phase Out New Gas-Powered Cars by 2035 (Sept 2020)
California Governor Gavin Newsom issued a controversial Executive Order instructing the California

Air Resources Board (CARB) to draft regulations requiring that all new cars and passenger trucks sold in the
state be zero-emissions by 2035. Doing the math—that is just |3 years from now. Once drafted, CARB’s pro-
posed regulations will be subject to a lengthy regulatory process, including legal, economic, and environmental
analyses, public comment and hearings. The Governor’s order is also expected to face numerous legal chal-
lenges from opponents. | just hope the Governor’s house is subject to the rolling blackouts due to an insuffi-

cient electrical grid.

SB 112 Restores “Fix-it” Tickets
SB 112 amends a 2018 law which forced a fine for cars suspected of violating the state’s exhaust noise

limit. Under SB |12 car owners are now allowed 30 days to correct violations. The noise limit for exhaust
systems installed on motor vehicles in California with a manufacturer’s gross vehicle weight rating of less than
6,000 pounds, other than motorcycles, may not exceed a sound level of 95-decibels when tested under a Soci-
ety of Automotive Engineers (SAE) procedure. SB |12 does not change this. Luckily most of our A’s aren’t

too loud even without a muffler.

Smog Testing Woes for Tuned Vehicles (7-16-2021)

Beginning July 19 (unclear if that is 2021 or 2022), California’s Bureau of Automotive Repair (BAR) may
fail motor vehicles during their “smog check” inspection if they are found to have software modifications
(tunes) not provided by the original equipment manufacturer (OEM) or approved through a California Air Re-
sources Board (CARB) Executive Order (EO). If a vehicle has had its software modified (aka “Tuned”) the
modified vehicles software must have an approved CARB EO to be considered legal. The ACCC Action Net-
work (SAN) is working with BAR to ensure that vehicles modified legally do not inadvertently fail. BAR antici-
pates approximately 5-10 vehicles will fail each day for illegally modified software. For context, BAR inspects
approximately 33,300 vehicles each day as part of the smog check program. As our A’s don’t even have an
electrical ignition let alone a computer, no worries for most of us. Your club ACCC rep is keeping a close
watch on this one as it hits close to home for something else in the garage.

A BLT Banner Day

Another banner day was observed by the BLT Guys organization with the installation of a Mitchell overdrive in a
1929 Phaeton owned by Dan Paige, a member of the Santa Anita A’s Model A Ford club who lives in Altadena,
CA. The installation took place at Tom Endy’s house on Saturday, September 23™. We began the effort at 8:30 AM
and we were road testing the car by 2 PM. It was a successful day, however, there were a number of show stoppers

The pinion bearings and race were found shot and had to be replaced and the pre-load re-set. One of the large pinion
nuts was stripped and had to be replaced. The thrust washer was also missing and had to be replaced. The large pin-
ion race was very tight in the banjo and was difficult to remove. It was also difficult to install the new race back in
the banjo because it went in very tight. We also found the two rear axle nuts were installed only finger tight instead
of being torqued to a nominal 100 ft. Ibs.

A 1929 Phaeton has a dropped floor pan in the rear for storage of the canvas boot. There was concern about it con-
flicting with the overdrive. The overdrive was the standard configuration and there appears to be enough clearance,

however, going over a large bump or loading the car with several passengers may be a different story.

A donation of $500 was made to the Model A youth restoration program by the owner. This was the 19™ install the
BLT Guys have done as a fund raiser for the Model A Youth Restoration Program.

At the end of the day the Phaeton and the overdrive performed as Henry Ford and Steve Mitchell ordered.

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Stars of the Day - Again - Anaheim Packard Anniversary

Eleven OC Model A’s came out on a hot Saturday to display our cars for the 100th Anniver-
sary of the Packard Dealership building in Anaheim. The dealership opened in 1923 and con-
tinued through the Model A era. We were joined by a couple more Model A’s and a couple of
Packard’s. One Packard that was there was actually purchased from that dealership in
1934. We were joined by an early 1900's REO (Ransom E Olds) touring car. In about 2012
the building, after sitting empty and derelict for many years, was restored to original look and
hosted a burger joint. It is now reopening as a fine restaurant. Across the park is a robust
food court housed in the old Packing House (for local citrus). Great old town, historical
site. We had front row seats, lots of people wandering by, jazz music, box lunch from the local
food court, shade and a light breeze. Overall very nice day. Thank you Perry for coordinating
and taking care of us!

A couple of good stories about this historical project. When redoing the building, they discov-
ered 100s of unissued license plates under the floorboards. All 1929, sequential and totally
rusted. See the picture for a view of the art made from these and hung on the restaurant
wall. Next story: The restoration project was finished on a Monday. The architect went
home and woke the next morning to a news headline sent by a friend showing a Cadillac
driven through the front windows of the building. He figured he was being fooled and re-
plied..”No Way, not funny”. Unfortunately, it was true..a car chase overnight ended badly
and the restorers were going to have to go back to work.

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Take Your Foot off the Gas

In 1952 |1 was a senior at Mark Keppel High School in Alhambra. | had a
friend who had graduated the year before and had joined the navy and
was stationed aboard a ship in San Diego. One week end he was home
and saw an ad in the newspaper for a 1928 Model A Ford coupe for sale,
the price was $75. It was painted all one color (beige) and it was in very
good condition. My friend bought the car. Neither my friend nor | knew
anything about a Model A.We had no idea what the spark advance handle
was for. The spark handle was in the up (retarded) position when he

bought the car and that was where it remained.

One Sunday night my friend attempted to drive the Model A to San
Diego. He got as far as the Huntington Beach pier when he noticed a red
glow through a hole in the fire wall. When he pulled over and opened the
hood he was shocked to see the exhaust manifold was glowing a bright
cherry red. He quickly closed the hood and left the car there and hitch
hiked to San Diego. The following weekend he hitch hiked back up to
Huntington Beach and drove the car home. The spark handle was still in

the up position.

A few weeks later he and | were driving the car around Alhambra one
weekend.We were headed south on Garfield Avenue approaching Mission
Road. On the other side of Mission was a set of railroad tracks that were
very rough to cross. Today those tracks are still there, however, now there
is an overpass. We were clipping along at about 45mph, my friend was
driving. When we crossed the tracks he kept his foot on the gas; the rear
of the car bounced and the rear wheels momentarily left the pavement
due to Henry’s killer rear spring. This allowed the rear wheels to spin up
to a much higher speed than the car was traveling. When the wheels re-
connected with the pavement,the ring gear cleaned most of the teeth off

the pinion gear.

The moral to this story is when you cross over rough railroad tracks (or
speed bumps) take your foot off the gas.Also learn what the spark handle
is all about.
